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Outer Space Message Center
A bulletin board that’s a blast to make and use! You and your space-lovers can commemorate Astronomy Day with an out-of-this-world bulletin board complete with a movable rocket ship that blasts off into the heavens.
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To make one, first paint a large corkboard (ours was about 22 by 17 inches) with black acrylic paint and let it dry. Add a swoosh of dark purple paint for the Milky Way, if you wish. Cut Earth, sun, and moon shapes from craft foam and use tacky glue to attach them near the top of the board.
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[image: image4.emf]Next, fashion a rocket ship by rolling a rectangular piece of white craft foam into a tube, securing it with glue or colored masking tape. Add marker details, then glue on a craft foam nose cone, fins, and flames, as shown at left. When the glue has dried, thread the rocket onto a length of craft wire that’s a few inches longer than the bulletin board. Secure the ends of the wire to the board’s frame with 2 small screws, as shown, forming a flight path across the galaxy.
